 Understand, demonstrate, and teach minimum impact techniques to friends, 
family, scouting groups, and other community groups. 

 Teach Leave No Trace Awareness classes at camporees, merit badge colleges. 

 Lead discussions on outdoor ethics and help others explore their own personal 
outdoor ethic. 

 Qualifies Boy Scouts as troop Leave No Trace Trainers.  

Scout leaders, Boy Scouts over 14, and Venturing youth are welcome. 
Youth 14-16 must be accompanied by parent or Scoutmaster, age 17 with Course Director approval.
