The mantle worn by the kohen gadol; the high priest.
The Big Kahuna in Hawaiian culture; more than coincidence?
Hem at the bottom ; 72 pomegranetes and 72 bells.
Bells announced arrival of the Kohen Gadol.
Being sensitive and respectful of other people.
